All wave rcceiving set: Audimtype detecsor used in

the DeForest system. The receiving aerial A is asso=-
ciated with the audion B, consisting of an evacuated
glass bulb containing two electrodes, one of which, C,

is an incandescent lamp filament receiving current from

a low voltage storage abttery , the strencth of the current
being varied at will by means of a reostat. The other
electrode D is a platinum wir; connected to the positive
pole of the battery F, in the local circuit external to
the bulb, and including the telephone receiver G. The
passage of the electric oscillations across the gap be-
tween the electrodes C and D causes the variations in the
current through the telephone receiver, thus producing
sounds at its diaphragm, L R .
