BATTERY EXPLOSIONS: the following is taken from the Nay
i1ssue of the National Safety hewsletter:

There are, perhaps, many people who do not know or who
have “or~otten, and particularly during the colder
months, that automobile batteries can explode,

The Atomic Atomic Energy Commission recently reported
a battery explosion which occurred when booster cables
were connected during sub-zero temperatures, For-
tunately, the person connecting the battery cables
vas not seriously injured because he was able to wash
the acid off promptly.

In addition to the dancer from the acid, the battery casing
shatters and acts like pieces of shrapnel flying
throush the air,

What can cause this? A fully charged battery, or one
beines charged, generates hydrogen gas which is highly
explosive, It takes as little as 4 percent hydrozen
In the 2ir to form an explosive mixture. You can
see that it is very important to prevent sparking
near the cell caps where the hydrogen is usuqlly
present,

Based upon actual cases, the followins are some reasons
why battery explosions occur:

1, connectin- or removing the termingl cables while the

' battery charger is in the “on“ position,

2. Creatine a snark in connecting the cable to the im=
proper pole,

3. Using a match or other potential source of ignition
for lizhting the work.,

4, Fastening cables to a battery which is internally
damaged,

54 Installinec a fully charged battery with some switches
10 ke Mon' position,

"charged”" battery first. This way, there will be no
path that leads to ground, and no sparking.

The effects of electric shock are Risted below, It should
be noted that different people have different tol-
erances and responses to current, Generally, however,
the majority of people will exnerience the effects
listed when exposed to the current value shown.,

1 mA: wusually imperceptible to worker,

1-3 mA: wusually perceptible, but sensation is mild.

3-5 mA: worker will feel pain, annoyance or surprise.

6-9 mA: worker is likely to "freeze" to electrical source,
unable to let 2o0; will suffer skin burns,

30-200 mA:s ventricular fibrillation, loss of conciousness,
loss of muscular control and difficulty in breathing
