For instance in Portola
Valley which is over the San Andreas Fault, how would
WAGLEE, Dick and Yvorme Tryce, be able to communicate to
someone outside if no one monitors the freguency they are
capable of communicating on, If there is a "shake" there.

Also with regard to the tornado in Omaha, how did WB6VZZ
and WODEF find out about relatives and friends there?

My experience is that "health and welfare” inguiries
are the last to be considered in a disaster area. You can
do best by listening to all possible channcls and by taking
notes. Ie ready to communicate if you can be of
asgistance because of the notes you have taken. Be sure
that the time you took the notes are recorded because
conditions might change.

The various two meter repeaters are being used
almost all of the time. If the San Mateo Repeaters are not
on then there are others available. You have to have their
input frequencies available, of course.

Medium frequenciles are used, 75 and 40 meters but a
person has to listen and listen and listen. Making notes
as to time, location and circumstances. A versatile
amateur radio station is a requirement. Scme practice as to
the use of phonetic is an asset.

All of this points cut that we must practice by using
our gear.

Can all of this be discussed at scme meeting in the
future?
