ABCSSS OISR

What iz RTTY.when would you uze it, where iz it. who
uses it, and how doez it work?

RTTY iz an abbreviation for radioteletype. The term
teletvre, or RTTY referz to a printer and keyboard unit that
hag been uzed to send teletype and Tele: mescagez via
telerhone lines. Teletype meszage:z have been zent acrosz the
Atlantic by undersea cable zince the turn of the century.
Once teletvpe equirment was adapted for radio transmiszsion,
these =ystemz became known az radioteletype unitc-RTTY.

RTTY systemz were uced commercially even before 194d.
Teleprinter equipment waz in use between San Francisco and
Honolulu by April 1932. Advanced equipment was alzo placed
in use between New Yorlk and San Franciso by 1934. Additional
equipment wasz then adapted for uce across the Atlantic after
the war. ‘Special equipment, called ARO RTTY waz in service
from Mew York to Amsterdam by 1947. However, RTTY equipment
wag not generally found in the amateur service until
teleprinter equipment became available on the zurrlus
marlet. In the &40’s and 70’z RTTY became a zomewhat popular
amateur mode, and with the advent of home computerz= and new
terminal equipment, RTTY iz a common and very porular
transmizsion mode.

If vyou tune the amateur radio bands for RTTY, you will
find tranamissionz nearly any time at about 7.47%5 and 14.(375
MHz. In addition, ARRL broadcastz in RTTY occur every dayv:
conzult QST for time and frequency. Commercial and
government trzansmiszsionz occur at many places in the h.f.
spectrum; try the 4,8,12 and 1& MH:z bands.

Why use RTTYT Dbviouzly, there muzt be zome ad.antages
in using RTTY or we would not find all thi:z activity. While
it iz true that much of the commercial activity haz moved to
satellite carriers, RTTY activity haz doubled in the h.f.
spectrum during the lazt few vear=. We are i1n the
information age and any cpectrum zpace iz at a premium, s0
RTTY continues to be uceful. In fact, for zome applications
it iz going to be cheaper tao use an RTTY tem,
particularly for low data rate applicationz. For the radio
amateur RTTY ic ideal for eichanging meszage:z with friends.
RTTY iz eazily adaptable for computer-to-computer linking,
too, even though to date most amateur RTTY linkz have been
for QSO’=.

i At thiz point vou probably have several queztionz: what
kind of equipment do I need. how doez it work, and haow to
operate it” Let’z take a look.

The bazic RTTY =ztation requirez a computer or
telet/pewriter, a Terminal Unit (TU), and a tranceiver. The
computer iz used for entering and receiving messagez. In
most cazes, the operator will alzo desire a printer. The TU
iz used to adapt signalz going between the receiver and the
computer. For most amateur zvztems the tranceiver will be
operated in l.s.b., regardlesz of band, for the tran=mission
and recertion of RTTY zignalz. Before dezcribing a typical
QS0, let’:z lool: a little bit closer at how the TU is

connected to vour tranceiver and computer and how zuch a
