My next adventure was to
storm the Orlando Fest with a well-planned list of
things I needed (well, wanted and could justify). I
quickly found a Kenwood 7400-series two-meter
mobile that was in great shape. It would have made a
perfect packet machine. But rather than pay the $65
asking price, I let my $50 offer ride for 20 minutes. I
returned just in time to watch someone else counting
out $65 for the rig.

Later, I found an Atlas 350XL with matching
power supply offered for $350-- the price I paid for
one at the Tampa Fest without the power supply. I
moped for 30 minutes, then decided to make an
offer on it and sell the other one at the next hamfest.
When I arrived back there, a guy had just bought it
for $330.

So I became frustrated, and my desperation led
me to a mint-condition Kenwood TS440/AT with
power supply and CW filter for $750. I searched for
my other buddy, KR4AQ, to lend me some cash
(money being no object to addicts). But by the time I
found him and wended my way back to that table,
someone else was walking away with the rig,

That's why this festaholic is waiting, impatiently
and with the DT's, for the next hamfest season to
begin.
